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THE MOUNTING AND RESTORATION OF TSINTAOSAURUS

A nearly complete skeleton of Tsintaosaurus spinorhinws Young has recently been
mounted up in the “Museum” of Institute of Vertebrate Paleontology, Academia Sinica.
The specimen is the best one in a collection of seven more or less partly articulated skele-
tons of badrosaurs discoversd and excavated by a field party of the Institute (then
“Laboratory”) in the summer of 1951 from the Upper Cretaceous Wangshih formation
of Laiyang, Shantung. Most of the various parts of bones belong apparently to the same

individual.
