RESUME

Das Studium der Schidel und Zihne der fossilen Elefanten bewog uns, einerseits Pare~
lephas und Mamimuthus, andererseits Hesperoloxodon und Palaeoloxodon jeweils zu einer

Gattung Zusummenzufassen.

Wir betrachten Parelephas als Synonym Von Mammuthus, weil wie Schadel der =n
dieser Gattung gehdrenden fossilen Elefanten keine bedeutenden Unterschiede zeigen, die
als Gattungsmerkmale anzusehen sind. Die Unterschiede in der Backzahnstruktur dieser
zwei Gattungen weisen darauf hin, dass verschiedenes Futter aufgenommen wurde. Sie
sind aber so unbedeutend, das man sic nur als Art-Unterschiede betrachten darf.
